






CONNECTING TO AC SOURCE
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Connecting panels to AC source supply:

All units must be individually
connected to the AC supply. 

(120-277 VAC)

Black = Line
White = Neutral

ON/OFF operation:

Line connection to be
made to switched
lead from source.

SET-UP FOR I.R. REMOTE

1. Follow Connecting Power procedures (see page 8).

2. Position IR Sensor so it can be visible 
to the Remote Controller.

4. On the Dimming Controller 
(see page 4), set the right 
hand switches (1,2,3) in the 
DOWN position.

3. Connect IR Sensor Cable 
to Dimmer controller input 
labeled IR.

5. Mount panel in ceiling and attach 
safety wire.

IF IR REMOTE IS TO BE USED IN THE WALL CRADLE ACCESSORY –
The IR sensor must be positioned in close proximity to 
the remote 
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SET UP 0-10V BALLAST DIMMER–BUILDING CONTROLS
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1. Follow Connecting Power procedures (see page 8).

2. Cut off IR Sensor 
from cable supplied.

3. Connect IR cable to 0-10V 
input on Dimmer controller

5. On Dimming Controller 
(see page 4) set right 
hand switches (1, 2, 3) to 
(UP, UP, DOWN).

4. Connect 10V DC supply
as shown.

6. Mount panel and operate.



1. Follow Connecting Power procedures (see page 8).

2. Cut off IR Sensor 
from cable supplied.

4. Connect wall dimmer 
(non-relay wires) to 
Dimming Controller.

5. On Dimming Controller 
(see page 4), set right 
hand switches (1,2,3) to 
all UP.

SET UP FOR WALL DIMMING (0-10V SIMPLE DIMMING)

3. Connect cable to 0-10 
input on Dimmer controller

6. Mount panel and operate.
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SET-UP FOR DMX

1. Follow Connecting Power procedures (see page 8).

4. On Dimming Controller 
(see Page 4), set all 
address switches to DOWN 
position. This will be address 
one.

2. On Dimming Controller 
(see page 4) set right hand 
switches (1,2,3) to 
(UP, DOWN, DOWN).

5. Make connections for 
DMX converter to Dimming
Controller.

6. Make subsequent addresses 
by raising one address switch 
at a time. One up will be 
address 2, two up will be 
address 3 etc...

(512 possible addresses)

7. Mount panel and operate.

SET-UP FOR LINKING PANELS

1. Select one of the panels to 
be Master Panel.

2. Determine type of Set-Up (On/Off, Dimming, DMX).

4. Continue this for each additional panel up to 10 panels.

3. Take supplied R-9 cable and insert 
into Master Panel Power Supply 
Output jack. Take other end of R-9 
cable and plug into the adjacent 
panel’s Power Supply Unit Input 
(PSU). (See page 4).
